40,000 young people
from over 200 different countries attended.

Before even getting to the Jamboree we had to fund raise a huge amount of money. This was
not only to finance our own trip to the Jamboree but also to finance scouts from less
economically developed countries so they could attend. Many thanks for all the support,
enthusiasm and donations while we were fund raising! We successfully raised all the money
required.

At the Jamboree itself we took part in a varied and exciting programme, ranging from abseiling to power jumping, from experiencing other
countries cultures, foods and beliefs to clearing an overgrown Victorian garden that a local educational trust are going to turn into an
educational centre.

The Jamboree was a truly amazing experience; it was fascinating to walk down the main ‘road’
and say ‘Hello’ to someone from Italy and then Brazil, then Cambodia and then Thailand and so
on — an unique experience you will find no where else. The Jamboree was a truly life changing
and eye opening experience.
